1 kw = 6 panels

6 in linear arrangement = 5 m (long) X 1.6 m (high) 
3 panels above, panels below =  2.5 m X 3.2 m.
Photovoltaic solar panels and heritage overlay: supplementary information

Paula Wheaton and I (Nick Lanyon) would like to place an array of grid interactive photovoltaic panels on our side north facing roof. The desired 2 kw system would involve placing 12 panels (808 mm wide by 1580 mm high) on the side north face. They would be fixed to brackets and as the roof already has the required pitch, the panels would be flat and parallel to the roof gradient. The panels are 808 mm wide and would be placed side by side, resulting in a horizontal span of approximately 9700 mm along the base of the side north roof (as indicated on the plan)
As our property is within a heritage precinct, such a development requires a planning permit. In terms of visual amenity, the panels would be flat (not raised), are on the side of the house and are in direct line of sight behind a magnolia tree, they would be barely visible from the street pavement in the non-winter months. These panels would be less visually intrusive than the solar hot water system (installed 9 years ago) that is already on the north roof, we believe. We have discussed this proposal with our neighbour who owns the adjoining property and he is fully in favour of the installation of these panels. Attached is a letter from him in support of this installation.
