BREAZE statement on political engagement.

BREAZE is a community-based organisation focussed on climate change action.  BREAZE is not aligned with any political party and will remain politically nonpartisan while retaining the right to engage with all parties.

Because success in our climate-change goals will be facilitated by appropriate public policy decisions and supported by government actions, we will engage constructively with political parties and politicians to encourage the adoption of appropriate policies.

The following principles guide BREAZE with regard to political engagement:

1. Politicians and representatives of political parties are welcome to attend BREAZE events as private individuals or observers on behalf of their parties

2. Where BREAZE invites members of political parties to speak at BREAZE events on matters relating to party policies or politics, representatives of other parties will also be invited to attend

3. Where partisan matters might interfere with the success of a BREAZE event or program, BREAZE reserves the right to request that politicians or party representatives refrain from some or all participation in such events or programs.

Politicians and representatives of political parties are asked to respect BREAZE’ stance in the following ways:

1. not implying or representing that BREAZE endorses their party or specific policies of their party

2. observing requests relating to levels of participation at certain events or programs (e.g. maintaining a non-speaking role)

3. referring all press releases or documents referring to BREAZE to the BREAZE Committee for approval prior to release.
